A volunteer comes into a staff member’s office and says that he/she has been having problems at site. The PCV explains that he/she is now in a same-sex relationship and extremely happy. He/she wants to share the good news with his/her host-family but knows that they would not approve. The PCV wants to be honest with his/her host-family and is having a lot of trouble keeping the new relationship a secret from them.

This is a staff member who thinks that homosexuality doesn’t exist.

A volunteer calls a staff member and asks if they can talk. The PCV says that things are going badly and he/she is thinking about ETing. The volunteer explains that he/she can’t keep lying to people about being gay anymore. It is especially difficult when people in the village keep asking about the volunteer’s husband/wife. The PCV explains that he/she feels like his/her whole life in village is a lie.

This is a staff member who is very close with the PCV community and feels comfortable talking about all issues of sexuality.

Two staff members are having a conversation. The first one asks the second one about the training he/she attended on gay volunteers. The first staff member says he/she is very happy he/she did not have to attend the training and then asks if the second staff member even thinks there are any gay volunteers in country.

The second staff member is a person who is knowledgeable about LGBQ issues and active in supporting LGBQ volunteers.
